Pre-sorting your load makes it easier to recycle. It also
helps you to unload your vehicle quickly and easily as the
Resource Recovery Station often gets busy, especially on
weekends. Residents should take the opportunity to drop
off their unwanted items and materials in good condition
at the Bowerbird before heading to the Station.
