2.0 GENERAL INDUSTRY ZONE OBJECTIVES

a) provide for a broad range of industrial, service and storage activities, which by the
nature of their operations, should be isolated from residential and other sensitive land
uses.

b) provide for aggregation of industrial, storage and distribution activities based on
efficient use of infrastructure and synergies between uses.

c)  provide for appropriate buffer distances to avoid land use conflict.
d) avoid the establishment of non-industry related uses which may constrain industrial

activity, and that can be accommodated in other appropriate zones.
