2.0 SERVICE COMMERCIAL ZONE OBJECTIVES

a) accommodate commercial activities which, because of the nature of the business,
require good vehicular access and/or large sites.

b) provide for a range of wholesale sales, showrooms, trades and services, which by
reason of their scale, character, operational or land requirements, are not appropriate
for industrial or commercial zones.

c) Ensure development achieves relatively high amenity standards based on the level of
exposure of the site and proximity to residential areas.

D means that the use is not permitted unless the local government has exercised
its discretion by granting development approval.

A means that the use is not permitted unless the local government has exercised
its discretion by granting development approval after giving notice in accordance
with the Scheme.

X means that the use is not permitted by the Scheme.

5.1 Parking spaces shall be calculated based on the floor area of the development.
Where the calculation requires a fraction of a space, it shall be rounded up to the
nearest higher whole number.

5.2 Where a development results in the likely demand for parking of trailers, caravans,
buses and/or coaches, parking spaces for such vehicles may be integrated with the
development.

5.3 Parking areas, including car parking bays, disabled bays, bicycle and scooter /
motorcycle bays, loading bays, vehicle access, pedestrian circulation areas,
landscaped areas adjacent to and within car parking areas, shall be designed and
constructed in accordance with relevant Australian Standards, any applicable local
planning policy or any other standard endorsed by the local government, and
thereafter maintained.

5.4 Atravel plan is required for the following types of development:

a) commercial uses of 500m? floor area or more;

b) industrial uses of 1,000m? floor area or more;

c) retail uses of 1,000m? floor area or more;

d) 20 or more tourism use units; or

€) an extension to an existing development that increases the floor area or number
of units as above.
