This
anomaly has been pointed out previously to Council and the agreement
to receiving Roads to Recovery funding requires Council expenditure on
roads to be at least that to which was averaged prior to the funding
agreement. However, there has been an increase in expenditure over
the past year (2008/2009) and it will again increase next year 2009/2010.
