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Freedom of entry to the City of Greater Geraldton was awarded to 711 Squadron in
October 2013 and again in October 2016.

711 Squadron Australian Air Force Cadets is a Geraldton based youth development organisation for young
people aged between 13 and 18. The aim of the Australian Air Force Cadets is to, by predominantly volunteer
effort, better equip young people for community life by fostering discipline, initiative, leadership and loyalty
through a challenging training program designed to stimulate interest in the Royal Australian Air Force and
aviation in general.

711 Squadron has been established in Geraldton for 25 years and over that time has helped a large number of
young people reach their true potential. 711 Squadron also regularly supports the following community events;

*Australia Day
*ANZAC Day
*HMAS Sydney II Memorial Services
*Sunshine Festival
*Variety Club Events

It is proposed that the Freedom of Entry would be held in conjunction with the 2018 Sunshine Festival on
Sunday 30 Sep 18. The ceremony would be conducted at 1300hrs 30 Sep 18 at Stow Gardens before marching
in the Sunshine Festival parade to exercise the freedom.
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1. If approved, 711 Squadron will work in partnership with the City of Greater Geraldton
events team and the Sunshine Festival Committee while planing the event.

2. Activity risk assessments, specific timings and insurance statements can be provided
upon request.

3. It is proposed to have RAAF aircraft present for the activity and conducting fly pasts
and a handling display. This is however subject to Defence operational requirements at
the time.
